Main purpose - To develop an understanding of alliteration. 

Collect two sets of objects suitable for use in the sand tray. Each set of objects must have names                            
beginning with the same initial sound. Choose initial sounds for each set that sound very different from one another. Bury 
the objects in preparation for the session. 

As the children uncover the treasure, group the objects by initial sound and each time another is added recite the content 
of that set: Wow! You’ve found a car. Now we have a cup, a cow, a candle and a car.
