Excursion Policy & Procedures
Royal Far West School
1. Very few excursions take place at RFWS because:

· Students attending RFWS are involved in a complex mix of clinical and educational assessments and/or therapy blocks as well as outside medical appointments. Hence, taking students off site for excursions is extremely difficult and time-consuming to arrange. 

· There is an intrinsic bias against students with a heavy appointment load and can cause great distress to those unable to take part in excursions.
· Many students at RFWS are not well-known to us, making taking them off site a genuine risk issue.

· RFW Recreation runs after school activities and excursions daily, so our students do get to experience a wide range of experiences during their stay.

· There are difficulties with staffing excursions, as an entire group is never available, meaning that additional stress is placed on other class teachers who take students unable to go on excursions into their classes.

2. Any excursion that does take place must be approved by the principal and must have a demonstrated educational value.

3. All excursions must have a full risk assessment carried out prior to approval.

4. The teacher-in-charge of any excursion must consult with the AP (School Operations) and the RFW clinical services to ensure that no student is taken off site for an excursion who has a concurrent medical appointment at RFW. 
5. The teacher-in-charge of an excursion must be in mobile phone contact with RFWS.

6. A student can be suspended from an excursion at the discretion of the teacher-in-charge. The AP will be contacted and arrangements made to remove the suspended student from the excursion.
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
