Main purpose - To talk about words that rhyme and to produce rhyming words. 

 Put out three objects or pictures, two with names that rhyme and one with a name that does not. Ask the child to identify 
the ‘odd one out’: the name that does not rhyme. Start with a small set of words that can then be extended. The children 
need to be familiar with the rhyming word families before they can use them in a game – spend time looking at the pictures 
and talking about the pairs.
